The Trust has established the Travelling Scholarship, which shall be awarded biannually and applications for this funding are now invited.

The amount of the funds available is up to $20,000.00.
 
The Scholarship is available to any rural health care professional.  Preference will be given to those in the early stages of their career (fewer than 10 years post-graduation) and those who have demonstrated a long-term commitment to working in, or working for, rural communities.

The broad objective of providing this funding is as follows:

· To enable the successful applicant to travel abroad and gain skills that could improve rural health , both in their own rural community and hopefully New Zealand’s rural communities in general.  However, the Trust will not be prescriptive in what the applicant may wish to achieve and innovative ideas are welcome.

The successful applicant will demonstrate in their application:

· A firm plan as to what they wish to achieve, how they will be planning to achieve it and a reasonably detailed budget.
· An outline as to how they will apply the knowledge and/or skills gained back in New Zealand.

Upon return of the applicants travel the Trust will be expecting the recipient of the grant to present a formal report to the Trustees (within a timeframe agreed) as well as at a national event, such as the Rural GP Network’s annual conference.
