Emergency Care Coordination Team (ECCT) overview

In 1959 the Government releazed Roadzide to Bedzide, A 24-Hour
Clinically Integrated Acute Management System for New Zealand. In this
publication the Winigtry of Health outlined a number of key strategies to
enzure the best outcomes for people involved in trauma, medical or
zurgical emergencies, and complicated birthz. In ezzence thiz means
that ‘people get the right care, at the right time, in the right place, from
the right perzon.’

Az part of the overall =trategy to enhance regional coordination of all
emergency care providers Regional Emergency Care Coordinating
Teams (ECCT) were eztablizhed. There are five ECCT regions across
Mew Zealand with variable levelz of effectivenezs.
CanterburyWestcoast, Midlandzs and Southern Region ECCTz are well
eztablizhed whilke Central and Northern regions have had inconsistent
gupport. The well egtablizhed ECCTs have now become a clinical
network group acrozs all pre-hozpital and in-hospital emergency
2EMvices, including emergency planning.

The aim of the ECCT iz to faciltate an integrated and effective regional
emergency care system. The ECCT iz tazked with u=ing appropriate
information and available regional rezources to identify problems and
zeek to implement zolutions in conjunction with DHBs, the Ministry of
Health, ACC and other appropriate organizations to create an integrated
EMErgency care system.
